LUNCH PASSES AND CAR PASSES 2009

We have changed our policy slightly for 2009 to
ensure that students are as safe as possible during the
school day.

The school prefers to have all_students on site
throughout the day including lunch time. We have
previously experienced instances of groups of pupils
getting into cars without permission. We have also had
cases of some groups of students going to another pupil’s
house for unsupervised lunch. Our change affects Year
13 also. We require them to be on site at all times during
the school day either studying or assisting in their roles of
leadership around school. Year 13 will also need to
apply for lunch leave if they wish to go home at lu nch
time.

In 2008, we strived to rebuild our canteen as a healthy
and well priced facility. The school, student committee and
canteen won a national award for our efforts in being a
healthy school and it is in large part due to efforts by our
Canteen operators. We have also valued the positive
service provided.

A concern towards the end of year was for pupils who
purchased unhealthy food off site, resulting in poor
behaviour in afternoon classes.

In 2009, lunch pass and car pass forms will have to
be collected from the office and signed by parents.

They have been available from Monday 26 January
and the approved students will have their permission
printed on their identity cards. The photos for these will
be taken on Thursday 12 February  which is Week 2.

We will need all the forms processed by Tuesday
17 February.

Hopefully, this change will ensure more students eat
well, learn more effectively and are safer during the school
day.

HPV VACCINATION PROGRAMME

Eligible school girls in Otago can elect to be part
of the HPV (human papillomavirus) school-based
vaccination campaign. HPV is the leading cause of
cervical cancer in New Zealand women.

In 2009 the vaccination campaign will be
delivered to Year 8 and 9 girls at school (during
school time) by the Otago Public Health Nursing
Service. The vaccinations are free of charge.

Alternatively parents can choose to take their
daughters to their own doctor for these injections
(also free of charge). Any girl born on or after 1
January 1990 is eligible for free HPV vaccines.

Girls will need three injections during the year to
gain best possible protection against the viruses.
The first vaccinations will be rolled out in schools
starting from 19 March 2009. Second dose provided
from week beginning 25 May and the final dose
beginning week of 19 October.

Public Health Nurses will visit schools during
February to deliver education to all eligible girls, and
give them each a consent form to take home, for
parents to sign.

Please take the time to read the consent form, as
it contains important information regarding the
human papillomavirus, and the vaccination being
offered.

Please fill in the consent form and return it to
school as soon as possible, whether you
consent to your daughter taking part in the
campaign or not.

Dear Parents

Dunstan High School has a long tradition of running a
Work Day in the early part of the year. The original
intention of the Work Day was to help support the
community, particularly orchardists, in a time of labour
shortage. The Work Day provided a source of labour
for orchardists while at the same time providing a
source of revenue for the school. Times have changed
since those days and the Work Day concept has
somewhat altered.

The purpose of the Work Day:

To provide a source of extra funds for the school.
To assist groups and organisations who have a
need for a large labour pool to undertake tasks or
projects at a reasonable price.

To provide students with an opportunity for
community involvement.

To provide an opportunity for students to work as a
service to others instead of themselves.

What the funds are used for:

A proportion of the funds are earmarked for the
Student Council. These funds support a wide
variety of activites around and beyond school
(including a sponsored child).

One portion of Work Day funds is earmarked for
each of the school's Houses. It will be used to
develop and promote our House activities and
parent-teacher-student links.

Another proportion of Work Day funds is earmarked
for the school's budget and is used for student
focused items.

What is expected of students:

Students will find a place to work for the Work Day
and do a ‘fair day’s work’. Those who cannot find
work are expected to turn up to school at the
normal time ready to do work organised through
employers contacting the school.

What the school would like:

Dunstan High School would like to contribute to the
community in exchange for a financial return.

IMPORTANT NOTES
FROM ADMINISTRATION
Welcome to the 2009 new school year! We welcome
our new Year 9 students, parents, and caregivers, and
know this will be a very busy term for you. Gail, Ann,

Judy, Isobel, Karen and | are available to assist with
your queries and to ensure that your year goes well.

Important notes/procedures that we wish to point out:
We encourage our families to set up Automatic
Payments (A/Ps) to assist in budgeting throughout
the year. We've observed an increase in this
method of payment. Whether it is $5, $10 or more
each week (or fortnight/monthly), the money does
add up and offsets the account balances. By
reviewing the Course Choice booklets in making
your course selections, this assisted with
budgeting for your student’s year including any
options for camps; the A/P set up is the final piece
towards budgeting.

I would invite those who are NOT currently utilising
A/P’s, especially our new Year 9 families , to give
this payment method strong consideration. In that

regard, we are enclosing an A/P form to set up with
your respective financial institution. Do not return
the form to the school office; simply complete with
your elected options and take to your financial

institution to set up for processing. Ensure your
student's name is referenced on the

particulars, please. Their individual enrolment
number should be included on the particulars.

Special Note: If your child’s school account is
in credit (account statements enclosed with
this newsletter), and a receipt is needed to
purchase a subject item, please tell them to see
Miss Henderson (next to the PE office), and the
necessary receipt will be provided.

DIRECT E-MAIL FOR ABSENCES: If your child is
likely to be absent from school, please either phone 03
4488595 or e-mail: absences@dunstan.school.nz
giving full name, year, house and tutor group and
duration of absence.

PHONE CALLS, MESSAGES FOR STUDENTS

Office policy is to accept only urgent or school related
messages for students. Details relating to dentist,
doctor, optometrist, hairdressing, babysitting
appointments etc. should be made through home or
students can make contact through the student phone
in the Hall Foyer. This minimises interruptions to class
time. Dunstan does not have an intercom
system/telephone service to other blocks on the

campus.

GOING TO THE DENTIST, DOCTOR, OTHER

An appointment card or a note from a
parent/caregiver should be taken to school.
Students should excuse themselves from class and
show their card or note to the office staff when they
leave and when they return. The card/note should
have student’s name, tutor group details and time of
appointments.  Wherever possible, appointments
should be made out of school hours. If a student
has to leave school for some other purpose, a note
must be brought for each occasion, and signed by
Ms Anderson (DP), Mr Hamilton (AP) or Mr Willyams
(AP) and the student check in and out of office.

2008 NCEA RESULTS

WHAT'S A PASS?

Fourteen credits either internal or external is
considered a pass per subject, for Level 3 entrance to
university. Students have to achieve a pass in three Level
3 approved subjects.

A certificate is issued at 80 credits for Level 1. For a
Level 2 Certificate, students require 60 Level 2 credits plus
20 credits from another level. For a Level 3 Certificate,
students require 60 Level 3 credits plus 20 credits from
Level 2 or above.

Students can also be awarded their certificate with
Excellence for earning over 50 credits at excellence
standard, or with Merit for earning 50 credits at Merit level
over all their subjects.

ANALYSIS

What is important, is to use all this information to work
out a student’s strengths and weaknesses and to set goals
for the new year.

There are also rules that govern entry to tertiary
courses, eg Level 2 English is compulsory for university
entrance and any tertiary course at degree level. 14
credits in Level 1 Maths are also required. Level 1 NCEA
requires a minimum of 8 credits in English and Maths.

PRIORITIES

It is really important that students aim to achieve the
best results they can, and have a course at school that is
balanced and gives them options for their futures.

We are concerned that students make decisions to take
easier options or not sit papers when they have enough
credits. This results in mediocre performance. Students
should be taking the best course to meet their needs and
completing the whole course to the best of their ability.
