HEALTH SNIPPETS 
The second term is often the time when cold viruses 

and other illness are common in schools.  One of the roles 
of the Public Health Nurse is to reduce the spread of 
disease in the community.  The Public Health Nursing 
Service has developed these newsletter snippets to help 
you keep your school community well. 
 
1.   PREVENTING ILLNESS IN SCHOOLS  
Students at school are: 
·  In close contact with many children and adults 
·  Exposed to new organisms or germs that the children 

have not built an immunity against 
As children get older they develop immunity against 

some viruses.  We also know that the virus that causes the 
common cold constantly changes or mutates, which means 
that when students come into contact with these viruses 
they will not necessarily have immunity against them.  
Therefore we can’t remove the risk of catching infections 
for students, but we can reduce the spread of infections.  

School communities can reduce contact with illnesses 
by asking the students and staff who are ill to stay away 
until there is no risk of them spreading an illness.   
 
2.   WHEN TO KEEP YOUR CHILD AT HOME 
When your child: 
·  Has signs of being unwell, eg grumpy, listless or tired, 

feeling nauseous. 
·  Has a high temperature or appears very hot 
·  Is complaining of, or appears to have a sore stomach, 

throat or ears 
·  Has a continuous cough 
·  Has had diarrhoea or vomiting in the past 24 hours 

and not able to eat their normal food 
·  Has weeping, red eyes and/or a yellow discharge 

around the eyes 
·  Has broken skin sores 
·  Has become ill with a communicable disease eg 

measles, chickenpox. 
Please inform your school if your son/daughter is going 

to be kept home due to illness.

This is an exciting opportunity for 
these young kayakers, as this camp attracts top 
paddlers from all over the world, as both participants  
and leaders. 
 
KAYAK TEAM CAPTAIN’S REPORT  

Dunstan High School’s 2009 National and 
Secondary School Slalom Competition squad’s  
training started almost straight after the 2008 

National and 
Secondary School 
competition with 
students starting 
their own t raining by  
doing river runs on 
the Kawarau and 
Hawea rivers.  Then 
it came to winter 
when our squad was 

confined to the indoor lane pool at the Molyneux 
Aquatics Centre with only a couple venturing out to 
paddle in the icy water.  The indoor training consisted 
of A and B grade polo and there was only one day 
where our squad 
was able to 
squeeze back into 
our slalom boats 
and brush up on 
skills when an 
indoor slalom 
course was put up 
in the pool. Through 
fundraising efforts 
by the team we were able to bring in a top rated New 
Zealand coach to show us where we were going 
wrong.  Dylan perfected our technique, increased our 
endurance and developed our skills on big and small 
white water.  We also had help from Andrej who 
developed our C1 and C2 skills and Yindra aided our 
K1 when Dylan was not available.  Some of our 
squad participated in slalom events held on Hawea,  
Buller, Tekapo and Mangaho, every event from 
“paddles up”, a local event, to an Oceania 
Championship race. 

By Wednesday 1 April we picked up two Peter 
Lyons vans and a trailer from Brian Luff’s garage.   
Along with Gordon Rayner’s own trailer and vehicle 

we started to 
assemble the 
fleet for “up 
North” at the 
Arnott’s home.  
Stacking plastic 
upon plastic 
kayaks and tying 
over $30,000 

worth of slalom 
boats on (around 
$20,000 worth 
being fundraised 
by our club).  
Packing of our 
clothes and 
cooking equipment 
seemed a bigger 
task with there 
being more female paddlers on the crew this year. 

On that Thursday 
we set out for the 
North Island.  After 
many stops we 
arrived at Picton.   
We woke up before 
the sun and headed 
off to the ferry.   
Three hours later we 
were on dry land.   

Another day’s worth of travelling and late that night  
we moved into our first place of accommodation at  
the Mohaka River in Hawkes Bay.  The very next day 
at the crack of dawn we were up and getting on the 
gears to start our first mission of the trip.  The crew 
braved the cold foggy start and we headed onto the 
river.  At big competitions like this one each school or 
person is allotted a special time on the slalom course 
and that is all we are allowed.  The Johnson team 
really surprised me.  From the word go, they were 
switched on listening to what the coaches, myself 
and parents had to say.  This was shown in the 
results.  The secondary schools course was held on 
a very shallow and rocky piece of the Mohaka river 
during three days.  The Dunstan team only  
participated on the first two days which were slalom.  
On the third day which was the Down River we 
headed out and 
paddled on a 
grade 3+ section 
of the Mohaka.  
An absolutely 
beautiful piece of 
New Zealand 
scenery.  The 
white water and 
even the flat water 
had an amazing 
feeling around it.  
Just a lead up for what was to come next.  We 
shipped out the next night after prize giving where 
there were red clothed Dunstan hotdoggers up on 
the dais all  the time.  There were 63 medals up for 
grabs and the Alex team took 15 of them including 5 
national titles. 

To Kaituna - another three hour drive.  We stayed 
at Lake Rotoiti and we organized three rafts to travel 
down the Kaituna River.  It has a 3m drop followed 
by a 1m one and halfway down there is a 7m 
waterfall.  A selected few were able to kayak down.   
An awesome experience.  We then packed up and 
travelled to Kawerau.  We stayed at Awakeri Hot  
Springs for the duration of the National trip.
