Other schools and parents are most positive about 
this way of organising parent interviews and have 
reported an increase in the number of parents 
attending. 

For those who do not have computer access at 
home there will be the ability to ring and make an 
appointment through the school office. 

Details of the website and school number will be 
sent home with the senior reports.  The site will be 
open from that point.
