We have since learned that three students from the school
died in the fires and 40 students belong to families where they
lost all they

own,
possessions
and houses.
The school
has still not
returned to
normal as they
struggle to
help those so
affected by the
tragedy.

School we set
a goal, to raise
$NZ2,000 to send to Alexandra Secondary College to help
them help others. It is amazing that not only have we reached
our goal, but we have raised enough to send $2000
Australian dollars. Many tutor groups reached their magic
$100 target while Mrs Vercoe’s group must be congratulated
for raising $208. Special thanks to one anonymous donor who
contributed $300 to “pay forward” the help received in the
Alexandra (Central Otago) fires ten years ago.

Well done and thank you to The Terrace Primary School
who added the money they collected from their coin trail to
our grand total.

HPV VACCINATION PROGRAMME - A reminder to all parents:

The first dose of the HPV vaccine will be given to the Year 9
girls on 1 April. If a student is away that day, the nurses will
identify a return date for a catch-up clinic.

If you have not already returned vaccination consent forms, it
is not too late. Extra forms are available from the school office.
Late consents can be brought to school on the day of vaccination.

Parents or caregivers can accompany their daughters on the
day of vaccination, if they wish. Please ask the office what time
the nurses will be at your school. Only girls (under 16) whose
parent or caregiver has consented in writing will be given the
vaccine at school. On the day of vaccination, please ensure your
daughter has breakfast, and wears a loose-sleeved top, if
possible. Next year, nurses will offer the HPV vaccine at school to
girls in Years 8, 11, 12 and 13.

All girls born on or after January 1, 1990, are eligible for free
HPV vaccine through their GP practice.
