STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT
It is vital that students put in their best effort  and study for 
the mock exams in Week 9 Term 3 as this is part of preparation 
for NCEA.

Full attendance at every class is critical from now on as 
teachers begin to blend revision with teaching.

End of year internal assessments  are also concentrated now 
as students reach the standard of skills needed. Any missed 
classes will jeopardise achievement.

Students should be aiming for the highest grades possible  
to give them options for next year and also improved job 
opportunities. NCEA Level 1 is a minimum  quali! cation now 
and most courses beyond school require Level 2 NCEA. Some 
university courses are now limiting entry based on achievement 
level. 

Students must also have the requirements for literacy and 
numeracy. Please see the Senior Course Choice Booklet 
Introductory pages for details of the information below. 

NCEA Level One - 80 credits, 8 credits English, 8 credits Maths. 

EXAM TIMETABLE - SENIOR SCHOOL EXAMS

NCEA Level Two - 60 credits Level 2, 8 credits English.

NCEA Level Three - 60 credits Level 3

University Entrance

Endorsement with Excellence  for achieving over 50 credits at

Polytechnic Courses - Requirements vary but NCEA Level 1 
is a minimum. Advanced courses require University Entrance 
standard.

Past exam papers and answer schedules are available on 
the NZQA website (www.nzqa.govt.nz) for downloading and 
exam practice. A wide number of good revision books are also 
available and some tutorials are run by subject teachers. 

The most important thing is to have full attendance and to 
begin your own exam practice/revision programme. Reduce 
work hours and socialising so you can put maximum effort into 
learning ... and success. 

Do not procrastinate with getting internal assessments out of 
the way and a revision programme started.
